CASE EXAMPLE #1

Donald has lost his job to downsizing.  His Com Ed bill is past due.  He has no income.  He’s looking for help with the electric bill.

Under the rules of General Assistance, he would be eligible for $245.00, paid directly to Com Ed, if he complies with the basic eligibility requirements of:

Apply for assistance in writing.

Be a resident of the Township where he is applying for assistance.

Be registered at Job Service/Skills Match at the Unemployment Office every

30 days if not working.


Actively seek employment.


Provide all information requested by the Township.


Cooperate in getting information needed by the Township.


Follow up, in good faith, with any referrals given by the Township.


Keep all appointments at the Township Office.

CASE EXAMPLE #2
Donald has one child, a daughter, age 11.  He has lost his job to downsizing.  He receives $197.00 per week from Unemployment.  His Com Ed bill is past due and he has a disconnection notice for $428.00.  His ex-wife, pays $600.00 per month in child support.  His total monthly income is $1,447.10.  He is applying for General Assistance and Emergency Assistance.

He would not be eligible for General Assistance due to the household income.  The GA income level for a family of 2 is $335.00.

He would be eligible for one-time Emergency Assistance, in Algonquin Township, in the amount of $450.00.  The income level for a family of 2 on EA is $1,517.00.  He must meet the basic eligibility criteria of:

Apply for assistance in writing.

Be a resident of the Township where he is applying for assistance.

Provide all information requested by the Township.

Cooperate in getting information needed by the Township.

He is below the income level.

He has verified he has an emergency situation, i.e., a disconnection notice
              on a utility bill, 5 day eviction notice, etc.

Our grant amount meets his emergency need.
